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The Fond du Lac Area United Way had a very busy year and as always 
accomplished a lot.  We want to personally thank our caring donors and 
volunteers for their on-going support and helping us to carry out our mis-
sion of helping our neighbors.  As executive Director I especially want to 
thank my Board of Director for their guidance and wisdom throughout the 
year.  We look forward to continue working with our community partners, 
especially as we move toward our new community impact model.  We 
especially want to thank our media partners  who helped to promote our 
mission and educate the community on what we do.   
 
The generosity and support of our donors continues to be impressive.  
Between individual giving, corporate giving, foundations and grants we 
raised nearly $750,000.  Our Leadership giving is strong as ever and 
through a special targeted mailing our support increased from the retired 
and senior households. Our Premier Golf Invitation raised $14,857 and 
most of it was placed in our Operational Endowment fund. We use the 
difference to pay for our annual audit  so this major expense would not 
have to come out of donor giving.  Kudos' to Agnesian Healthcare, who 
did an outstanding job of being this year’s Pace Setter.  They were an 
awesome group of people to work with and exemplified team work and 
planning a campaign.     
 
This year was a particularly challenging year for the community overall 
because of a flood in June. United Way set aside $10,000 and raise an 
additional $7,000 to provide financial assistance.  We  worked with Holy 
Family/St Vincent D’Paul, Fond du Lac Area Foundation and Long-term 
Flood Relief group to assist many victims of this disaster.   
 
United Way is working with a local  group to develop a countywide com-
prehensive service plan for serving the mental health needs of infants and 
children.  In addition, we launched a campaign to promote a “Family 
Wize” Prescription Discount card for persons without this coverage.  We 
distributed cards to the college campuses, public schools, partner agen-
cies, pharmacies and individuals.  We also helped partner agencies to 
serve  27,546 men, women and children in programs funded by United 
Way; nearly 1 in every 4 people in FDL.       
 
United Way works to improve the quality of life of many men, women, 
children and youth living in the Fond du Lac area because that’s out job!
